HURRICANE SEASON 2022
The POA, has initiated a set of actions which are listed  below and will be acted upon in accordance with 

information received from the Hurricane Weather Center and actual weather conditions.

Residents who are uncomfortable staying in their homes during a hurricane should consider going to the 
emergency center located at Palm Beach Central High School on Forest Hill Blvd. west of Okeeheelee Park.  

(NO PETS ALLOWED).
** PRIOR TO THE ARRIVAL OF THE STORM NEIGHBORS SHOULD CHECK ON ONE ANOTHER. 
IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE ALL CLEAR NEIGHBORS SHOULD AGAIN CHECK ON EACH OTHER 
AND PROVIDE ASSISTANCE IF NEEDED. **

LAKES               
• Lake water level will be managed by the Property Manager under the direction of the Lake Worth Drainage

District office.
• DO NOT CALL LWDD…it only interferes with the process.
• Once the storm has begun we can not lower lake levels.
GATES
• When wind speeds reach 45 miles per hour, Security Guards will leave their posts.
• All gates will be left in an open position during the storm.
• Following the storm a guard will man the Forest Hill Blvd. gate. At that time the Cresthaven and Purdy

Lane entrances will be locked and not available for use until all services (electricity, etc.) are restored.
TENNIS COURTS
• Wind screens will be dropped from the top and rolled up. They will remain rolled until the end of the

hurricane season.
POST STORM
Clean-up teams will have CB radios for internal communication between team members.
• It is anticipated that all phone services will be inoperable.
• Your cell phones may be operational…keep trying…this will be your best communication option.
• The clean-up teams will be removing debris and clearing drains from POA common roads.
• PLEASE HELP BY KEEPING OFF THE ROADS UNLESS IT’S AN EMERGENCY.
• Again please be aware of your neighbors’ circumstances.
